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1. Introduction
The maximum length for contributions is two pages in A4 size, keeping 3 cm for left and right margins and 2.5 cm for the top and bottom margins. Single spacing for text should be used. Allow one single space under paragraphs and the different sections of the document. For authors and affiliations keep the format of this template and please do not forget to underline the speaker.

The sections of the contribution are the following: 1. Introduction, 2. Experimental, 3. Results and discussion, Acknowledgments and Bibliography. The main font for the document is Arial 12 pt.
2. Experimental

Figures, tables and equations should be inserted within the document in the appropriate place. Figures must have sufficient resolution and their fonts should be bigger than 8 pt. The figures must be numbered (in bold) with a figure caption in Arial 10 pt. In a similar way table captions must also be numbered but they will be situated at the top of the table.
3. Results and Discussion
All contributions will be published in the Book of Abstract, for this reason they must conform to this template. Abstract files must be saved in Microsoft Word (.doc or .docx) with the surname of the author who does the presentation, followed by a number (p.e. Carrasco_Marín1.doc). All work will be send to the following email of the Scientific Committee: ccientifico39ria@ugr.es before the 27th of April 2014. The inclusion in the Book of Abstract for the submissions sent after deadline will not be guaranteed, nor when they don’t suit the format template or extension.
